IEPA LOAN AGREEMENT L17-4972 – 30” SANITARY SEWER  

Motion by Alderman Walters and seconded by Alderman Budd to direct the Mayor to sign Loan 

Agreement L17-4972 from Illinois Environmental Protection Agency for the 30” Sanitary Sewer 

with a total amount financed of $1,788,495.33 plus interest of $338,086.59, for a total 

repayment amount of $2,126,581.92 per the Repayment Schedule. Alderman Budd noted that the 

original cost was projected to be $2,860,474.00 and we have completed the project significantly 

under budget.  Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, Dorchinecz, Jones, Lanzotti, Olive, Vota, 

and Walters voted YEA.  The Mayor announced the motion carried. 

 

PURCHASE OF TURNOUT GEAR – TAYLORVILLE FIRE DEPARTMENT

sets of turnout gear for the Taylorville Fire Department at a cost not to exceed $3,800.00.

FIREFIGHTER ACADEMY

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE 

 

ORDINANCE ADDING SECTION 10-9-1A AND AMENDING PARAGRAPH H OF SECTION 9-1-1 OF THE TAYLORVILLE 

CITY CODE 

Motion by Alderman Jones and seconded by Alderman Dorchinecz to adopt, following the 

requisite public hearing, the Ordinance prepared by the City Attorney adding Section 10-9-

1A and amending Paragraph H of Section 9-1-1 of the Taylorville City Code.  Previously a 

building was required to be architecturally compatible; this change will allow more types 

of buildings, such as painted metal structures.  Aldermen Lanzotti, Vota and Walters 

expressed concerns with the addition of metal buildings and their effect on property values.  

Alderman Jones stated that this is being put in place to allow the Board of Appeals latitude 

in their decision making process when granting variances for structures.  HBO Calvert noted 

that residents are required to pay a $150.00 permit fee to start the process. He encourages 

them to meet with their neighbors for approval prior to the Board of Appeals Public Hearing.  



At this hearing, they may be granted their variance and permit, but the decision rests on 

the Board of Appeals.  Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, Dorchinecz, Jones, and Olive voted 

YEA.  Aldermen Lanzotti, Vota and Walters voted NAY.  The Mayor announced the motion carried. 

 

ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 10-5-6 OF THE TAYLORVILLE CITY CODE 

Motion by Alderman Jones and seconded by Alderman Walters to adopt, following the requisite 

public hearing, the Ordinance prepared by the City Attorney amending Section 10-5-6 of the 

Taylorville City Code.  Alderman Budd addressed his concern that this should be the final 

change to the City Code regarding Indoor Firing Ranges as a Special Use.  Modifications are 

being made due to the change requested by Mr. Josh Assad. Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, 

Dorchinecz, Jones, Lanzotti, Olive, Vota, and Walters voted YEA. The Mayor announced the 

motion carried.

CITY CODE SECTIONS 8-4-1 AND 8-5-4 REVISIONS 

Motion by Alderman Burtle and seconded by Alderman Budd to direct City Attorney Romano to 

prepare a draft ordinance to amend City Code Sections 8-4-1 and 8-5-4 to require tenants and 

contract purchasers to pay a $200.00 security deposit as a condition of receiving water and 

sewer services, to prohibit water or sewer services to tenants or contract purchasers who are 

indebted to the City for past water or sewer services until and unless such indebtedness is 

fully paid, to address verification of the identity of the tenants and contract purchasers 

who sign the application for water-sewer services, require all adult occupants for such 

services to sign such application, and to prepare a water-sewer service application and take 

back to the Water Committee.  Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, Dorchinecz, Jones, Lanzotti, 

Olive, Vota, and Walters voted YEA.

WATER TREATMENT PLANT – PLOCHER CONSTRUCTION PAY REQUEST #6 

Motion by Alderman Burtle and seconded by Alderman Budd to direct the Mayor to sign Pay 

Request #6 from Plocher Construction in the amount of $786,150.00 for work on the New Water 

Treatment Plant and forward the request to IEPA Low Interest Loan Program for disbursement 

and approve payment of same pending receipt of disbursement from IEPA, this conditioned upon 

receipt of signed mechanics lien waivers in this amount and recommendation by the Project 

Engineer that the work has been satisfactorily performed. Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, 

Dorchincez, Jones, Lanzotti, Olive, Vota, and Walters voted YEA.  The Mayor announced the 

motion carried. 

 

WATER TREATMENT PLANT – BENTON & ASSOCIATES 

Motion by Alderman Burtle and seconded by Alderman Budd to pay Benton & Associates $57,321.35 

for work performed related to the construction of the New Water Treatment Plant from November 

26, 2017 through December 23, 2017.  Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, Dorchinecz, Jones, 

Lanzotti, Olive, Vota, and Walters voted YEA.  The Mayor announced the motion carried. 

 

WATER TREATMENT PLANT – CLARK-DIETZ 

Motion by Alderman Burtle and seconded by Alderman Budd to pay Clark-Dietz in the amount of 

$6,310.00 for work performed related to the construction of the New Water Treatment Plant 

from November 25, 2017 through December 31, 2017.  Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, 

Dorchinecz, Jones, Lanzotti, Olive, Vota, and Walters voted YEA.  The Mayor announced the 

motion carried. 

 

BENTON & ASSOCIATES – CHANGE ORDER #1 

Motion by Alderman Burtle and seconded by Alderman Vota to allow Benton & Associates to 

continue with Change Order #1.  This would include removing all trees on Woodbine and the 

“wetland” (northeast) area.  Some on the higher area would remain intact.  Roll Call – Aldermen 

Burtle, Dorchinecz, Jones, Vota, and Walters voted YEA. Aldermen Budd, Lanzotti, and Olive 

voted NAY. The Mayor announced the motion carried. 

 

BENTON & ASSOCIATES – WATER BILL CALCULATIONS/CONVERSION 

Motion by Alderman Burtle and seconded by Alderman Walters to direct Benton & Associates to 

address converting cubic ft to gallons and incremental calculations on water billing. Motion 

carried (8-0). 

 

CITY CODE SECTIONS 8-4-9 AND 8-5-6 BI-MONTHLY BILLING 

Motion by Alderman Burtle and seconded by Alderman Walters to direct City Attorney Romano to 

prepare an ordinance amending City Code Sections 8-4-9 and 8-5-6 to convert from a bi-monthly 

to a monthly billing system, starting May 2, 2018, for water and sewer bills.  Alderman Vota 

addressed his concerns regarding the Taylorville Sanitary District costs, the potential need 

for additional staff and postage, and the revenues to pay for these additional costs.  Alderman 

Burtle stated that he does not know at this time if additional staff will be needed, but that 

former City Treasurer France stated that she believed no additional staff would be necessary.  

Roll Call – Aldermen Budd, Burtle, Dorchinecz, Jones, Lanzotti, Olive, Vota, and Walters voted 

YEA. The Mayor announced the motion carried. 

 

ONLINE BILL PAY – ILLINOIS FUNDS

Section 10-9-1A and Amending Paragraph H of Sectio 9-1-1 of the Taylorville City Code (re: 

Building Permits for Certain Detached Accessory Buildings) with amended changes recommended 

by the Plan Commission.  Roll Call – Aldermen Burtle, Dorchinecz, Jones, and Mayor Barry 

voted YEA.  Aldermen Budd, Lanzotti, Olive, Vota, and Walters voted NAY. The Mayor announced 

the motion failed. 

 

Discussion was held regarding the ordinance and possible modifications that would be 

acceptable to the majority of the City Council.  The majority of the Council members are 

opposed to metal carports or Quonsot huts and feel that these should be removed from the 

ordinance.  Motion by Alderman Budd to adopt the ordinance with the proposed Plan Commission 

recommendations, but also include that no carport shall be metal. There was no second and the 

discussion continued.  The ordinance was originally drafted to allow the Board of Appeals 

latitude when granting variances for these types of structures.  Alderman Dorchinecz stated 

that the Council’s decisions should support the majority of the citizens.  Mr. Kretzer reminded 

the Council that the Board of Appeals does listen to neighbors that voice their concerns 

and/or opposition and the Board addresses these structures on a case by case basis.  Motion 

by Alderman Walters and seconded by Alderman Olive to table this ordinance. Roll Call – 

Aldermen Budd, Burtle, Lanzotti, Olive, and Walters voted YEA. Aldermen Dorchinecz, Jones, 

and Vota voted NAY. The Mayor announced the motion to table carried.

Tapping fees for this 

have been waived on the construction only.  Any further developments to this area would be 

required to follow the City Code for tapping fees.

Real Estate Tax Increment(RETI) for 13 years; then 50% of new RETI thereafter for the 

remaining 8 years of the agreement up to a total maximum reimbursement of $2,417.000.00, 

which includes the $75,000.00 sewer line installation.  Should the Equalized Assessed 

Valuation(EAV) ever decrease, the developer will receive zero reimbursement from that time 

forward.

Tournament and Apollo Conference Champions, as well as having won their third straight Regional 

Championship. 

 

Mayor Barry also recognized the accomplishments of Ben Curtin. Ben is a graduate of Taylorville 

High School who was awarded the FFA Star over America Award for excellence in Agribusiness, 

which recognizes a single individual nationwide for outstanding achievement. He is the owner 

of Curtin’s Creations Welding and CNC Plasma Cutting, and a student at Purdue University.

PLAN COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS

Easement Agreements in the form 

as approved by the City must be executed by Kim Ann Morton and by Wilma M. Stuller 

Motes, as Trustee under the Wilma M. Stuller Declaration of Trust dated January 14, 

1993, and Acknowledgement and Consent Agreements and Subordination Agreements must be 

executed all as stated in the City Council’s two Resolutions adopted on November 5, 2018 

concerning such subject matters.  Motion by Alderman Budd and seconded by Alderman 

Burtle to approve the Plan Commission’s recommendations as stated.  Roll Call – Aldermen
